Vance Youth Programs offers fun options for youth of all ages.
There is hourly, weekly or before/after school care, as well as yeld
trips, educational activities and age-appropriate events.
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Quality child care is a primary concern for the parents of young
children and the main mission of military child development centers.
The CDC provides all-day care Monday through Friday.

The Vance CDC offers hourly and weekly care for children between
the ages of six weeks through six years on a space available basis.
Full-time care is available along with drop-in care, as space permits.
Drop-in care is $3.75 per child, per hour. Call today for our weekly
rates.

The Vance CDC adheres to the standards and guidelines established
by DoD and is also accredited by the National Association for the
Education of Young Children. Lead teachers in each age group hold
a four-year degree in Education or a Child Development Associates
degree.
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The School Age Program provides supervised before and after-school
care and a summer camp program for school-age children (who have
completed kindergarten through the end of the sixth grade).

The school-age facility is open before school and after school hours,
during school holidays and during summer vacation for day camp.
Vance School Age Program offers developmentally appropriate activi-
ties, yeld trips, as well as nutritional meals and snacks. Drop-in care
is $3.75 per child, per hour. Call today for our weekly rates.

Many clubs are offered to help children learn fun and handy acitivites.
They include Sewing Club, Cooking Club, Spanish Club, Science

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The Teen Center is for Vanceis young adults from seventh grade
through twelveth grade.

Several nationally recognized organizations are afyliated with the
Teen Center, including the Boys and Girls Clubs of America, the
Congressional Award and Youth of the Year. These programs are
eligible to all patrons.
